Subject:  Reporting Requirements for Contracts Receiving American Recovery and
                   Reinvestment Act Funds

You are receiving this notice as an owner with a contract(s) with the Department of Housing and Urban Development.  As a recipient of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds to cover a portion of its FY 2009 funding needs, you now have reporting requirements under the ARRA.  This letter, along with the attached documents, is intended to alert you to these reporting requirements and provide help in complying with these requirements.


Although there are two different sets of reporting requirement under ARRA, Section 8 projects are only covered by Section 1512 which requires recipients to report their project plan, the number of jobs created, salaries of their highest paid employees, etc.  OMB has created a government-wide reporting system for this purpose.  Recipients should be registering now – and will need to fill out reports during October 1st through October 10th. In order to register under the OMB system, recipients must obtain a DUNS number from Dun & Bradstreet and also register with the Central Contractor Registration (CCR).  The websites for these are:
