Previously reported EOP issue has been resolved.  You can now proceed to perform the appropriate EOP’s thru the system.  The following EOP reasons are available:

· Deceased Head of Household

· Family receiving duplicate assistance

· Family does not agree to Case Management

· Unable to contact Family

· Family does not agree to move to HQS complaint unit

· Family does not agree to move to unit with participating landlord

· Placed in Permanent Housing

· Family refused DHAP Assistance (Provide details in Comments section)

· REO Settlement

· Return Home

· Termination of Assistance for Violation of Family Obligations

· Other (Provide details in Comments section)

It is important to identify all DHAP eligible families that will not be participating in the DHAP program as of December 1, 2007.  These families will be accounted for by entering an End of Participation action in DIS.  Specific information must be entered in DIS for families that have been absorbed by the PHA into their regular Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) or provided assistance through the PHA’s Public Housing program or have refused DHAP assistance.  For these families, NO boxes should be checked on behalf of these families.  Instead, the PHA should enter the following information into DIS:

1. Change the expiration date of the lease for the family to 12/2/2007;

2. Enter EOP action date for the family as 12/2/2007;

3. Enter the reason for the EOP (See above);

4. Click the “Update Current Lease” button to save the data.

            

            The above information must be entered in DIS by November 21, 2007, in order to insure that duplicate or additional payments are not provided on behalf of these non-participating families.
