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RULING AND ORDER OF DISMISSAL 

 On or about June 21, 2023, the Secretary filed the Secretary’s Motion to Dismiss (“Sec. 

Motion”) in this case, seeking to dismiss this action on the grounds that the Secretary has 

determined that imposition of a repayment schedule at this time would cause undue financial 

hardship for  Petitioner.  Sec. Motion, ¶ 2.   However, the Secretary reserves the right to 

reinstitute this action against Petitioner when, and if, the Secretary determines that Petitioner’s 

financial circumstances warrant continued collection action.  Id.  For good cause shown, the 

Secretary’s Motion to Dismiss is GRANTED. Accordingly, it is  

 

ORDERED that Petitioner's appeal is hereby DISMISSED, without prejudice.  The Stay 

of Referral to the U.S. Department of the Treasury previously entered in this case is hereby 

VACATED.
