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ORDER GRANTING DISMISSAL 

 

On May 20, 2024, the Court received Petitioner’s request for a hearing concerning the 

existence, amount or enforceability of a debt allegedly owed to the United States Department of 

Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”).  Thereafter, on May 30, 2024, the Secretary of HUD 

(the “Secretary”) notified the Court that the Secretary wishes to dismiss this matter with 

prejudice because Petitioner’s debt to HUD was paid in full.  The Secretary also notified the 

Court that Petitioner’s account was overpaid. 

Accordingly, it is ORDERED that HUD will refund Petitioner for the total amount of 

overpayment to date.  For good cause, the Secretary’s request to dismiss this matter is 

GRANTED, and this matter is DISMISSED with prejudice.  The stay of proceeding issued on
