TOPIC: Minimum Funding 
 
On June 17, 2004, HUD’s Interim Rule to extend Minimum Funding under the Indian 
Housing Block Grant (IHBG) Program for Fiscal Year (FY) 2004 was published in the 
Federal Register (see attachment).  
 
This Interim Rule provides authority for Indian tribes to receive a minimum grant amount 
under the Need component of the IHBG formula in FY 2004.  The minimum funding 
provision currently in effect in HUD’s regulations limits authority for receipt of a 
minimum grant amount to FY 2003.  The reinstatement of the authority for minimum 
grant amounts in FY 2004 will help the affected tribes avoid hardship.
