Super Notice of Funding Availability (Super NOFA). On February 26, 2001, HUD’s
SuperNOFA was published in the Federal Register. The SuperNOFA announces the
availability of funds for many of the Department’s programs. The SuperNOFA can be
accessed at www.codetalk.fed.us’Whatsnew.html. Application kitsfor dl SuperNOFA
programs can be obtained by accessing www.hud.gov or by contacting the SuperNOFA
toll-free number at 1-800-HUD-8929.

InFY 2001, the Department will provide training for potentia gpplicants. This training will
explain the specific program and the gpplication requirements. Thistraining will be “live’
and conducted using the HUD satellite system and the HUD website, www.hud.gov. For
those who cannot participate in “live’ training or for training that has aready occurred, the
Department istaping al sessons. The taped sessons are available 24 hours a day for
Webcadt viewing a the HUD website, www.hud.gov. Please contact your Office of Native
American Programs (ONAP) for additiond training details aswell as questions regarding
any of the SuperNOFA Programs. All tribesitribaly designated housing entities (TDHES)
are encouraged to participate in the training sessions.

(EDSR)
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The following are brief descriptions of the SuperNOFA Programs.

RHED

The RHED Program provides grants for capacity building and support, including seed money for housing and
economic development in rurd areas. The program is designed enhance the capacity of organizations
operating in rura areasto carry out housing and economic development activities. In FY 2001,
goproximately $24 million has been made available for this Program.

ICDBG

The ICDBG Program provides digible grantees with direct grants for usein developing viable Indian and
Alaska Native communities, including decent housing, a suitable living environment, and economic
opportunities, primarily for low and moderate income persons. Funds are dlocated to each of the Sx Area
ONAPs, therefore, applicants compete for funding only with other tribes or digible Indian entities within their
area. In FY 2001, approximately $70.5 million has been made available.

IHDEP

In FY 2001, approximately $12 million is being made available for IHDEP grants. The purpose of this
program is to implement drug and drug-related crime prevention programs in and around their affordable
housng communities.

DETAP

DETAP grants provide not more than thirty (30) billable days of technical assistance consultant servicesto
assg public housing agencies, Indian tribes and TDHES, Resident Management Corporations, Resident
Councils and Resident Organizations to improve the administration and effectiveness of the Public and Indian
Housing Drug Elimination grants. Approximately $900,000 in funding is available.

NAADP

InFY 2001, approximately $20 million is being made available for NAADP grants. NAADP will provide
funding to owners of certain housing devel opments to augment security; assist in the investigation and
prosecution of drug-related crime activity in and around the housing developments; and provide for the
development of capital improvements directly relating to security enhancements of the development.

Tribes' TDHES, are eigible applicantsif they own a development with project-based Section 8 assistance, as
defined in the U.S. Housing Act of 1937, and that development is included in the proposed plan and is
located in the "project ared’ targeted to receive grant funds.

HHR

HHR will fund research to improve methods for detecting and controlling resdentid environmenta hedth and
safety (EHS) hazards. The purpose of the Healthy Homes Initiative is to develop, demongtrate and promote
codt effective, preventive measures to correct multiple safety and hedth hazards in the home environment that
produce serious diseases and injuriesin children. In FY 2001, approximately $1.5 million is available for this
Program.
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HHDE

In FY 2001, approximately $5.5 million is being made available for HHDE grants. HHDE is designed to
develop, demondtrate and promote cost effective, preventive measures to correct multiple safety and hedth
hazards in the home environment that produce serious diseases and injuriesin children.

LHC

The purpose of the LHC Program isto assist states, Indian tribes and loca governmentsin undertaking
comprehensve programs to identify and control lead-based paint hazards in eligible privately-owned housing
for renta or owner-occupants in partnership with community-based organizations. In FY 2001,
approximatdy $59 million is available for this Program. A minimum of 10% match in locd fundsis required
for LHC.

AN/NHIAC

The purpose of the AN/NHIAC Program isto assst Alaska Native/Native Hawaiian ingtitutions of higher
education (AN/NHI) expand their role and effectiveness in addressng community development needs in their
locdities, congstent with the purposes of Title | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974,
asamended. InFY 2001, gpproximatey $3 million, plus $1.2 million in previoudy unexpended funds, will
be divided evenly between digible Alaska Native ingtitutions of higher education and Native Hawaiian
inditutions of higher education.

ROSS

ROSS is designed to link services to public housing residents and recipients under the Native American
Housing Assistance and Sdf-Determination Act (NAHASDA) of 1996 by providing grants for supportive
sarvices, resdent empowerment activities and activities to assst residents in becoming economicaly self-
aufficient. InFY 2001, 55 million is available for funding including: Resident Management and Business
Deve opment $6 million of which $500,000 has been set aside for tribes TDHES that partner with Tribal
Resident Organizations and Tribal Management Corporations, Capacity Building and Conflict Resolution $5
million of which $400,000 has been set aside for tribes' TDHES; and Resident Service Ddlivery Models $24
million of which $1,200,000 has been set aside for tribes' TDHES.

SHOP

The purpose of the SHOP Program is to facilitate and encourage innovative homeownership opportunities
through sef-help housing where the homebuyer contributes a significant amount of sweet-equity toward the
congdruction of the new dwelling. In FY 2001, $20 million isavailable for funding. Eligible gpplicants must
be nonprofit nationd or regional organization or consortium that has the capacity and experience to provide
or facilitate self-hdp housing homeownership opportunities. "Regiond"” is defined for the purpose of the FY
2001 SuperNOFA to be a "regiond ared’ such as the Southwest and must include at least two States.
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COPC

The purpose of the COPC Program is to provide funds to community colleges, four-year colleges, and
universities to establish and operate COPCs to address the problems of urban areas. In FY 2001, $8
million isavailable for funding. Eligible applicants include public and private nonprofit inditutions of higher
education granting two - or four- year degrees and accredited by anationa or regiond accrediting agency
recognized by the U.S. Department of Education. Match Requirements: 50% of the total costs of
establishing and operating research activities; and 25% of the total cogts of establishing and operating
outresch activities.

EDSR

EDSR helps ligible doctord students cultivate their research skills through the preparation of research
manuscripts that focus on housing and urban development issues. In FY 2001, $150,000 isavailablein
funding. Eligible applicants include pre-dissertation PHD students whose studies include urban economics as
amagor or concentration within another field related to housing and urban development.
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
